/\[ GENERAL HANDLING CAUTIONS |

1. ALWAYS HANDLE YOUR PISTOL AS IF IT WERE LOADED so that
you never fire it accidentally when you think It is unloaded.

2. NEVER POINT YOUR PISTOL AT ANYTHING YOU DO NOT INTEND
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TO SHOOT so that if it tires accidentally, injury, death, or damage to
property will be prevented.

3. NEVER TAKE ANYONE'S WORD THAT A GUN IS UNLOADED; check
for yourself with flngers off the trigger and gun pointed in a safe
direction, so that you never fire the gun accidentally when you think it
is unloaded.

This wlll prevent you firing the pistol when it Is pointing
in an unsafe direction.

23. ALWAYS BE ABSOLUTELY SURE OF YOUR TARGET AND THE
AREA BEHIND IT BEFORE YOU SQUEEZE THE TRIGGER. A bullet
could travel through or past your target up to 1%z miles. . . if in doubt,
don't shoot. THINK! What will you HIT if you MISS the target?

24. NEVER SHOOT AT A HARD SURFACE SUCH AS ROCK, OR A
LIQUID SURFACE SUCH AS WATER. A bullet may ricochet and travel
in any direction to strike you, or an object you cannot see, causing
injury, death, or damage to property.

25. NEVER DISCHARGE A FIREARM NEAR FLAMMABLE MATERIAL.
Flame and sparks erupt from the flrearm when discharged. They could
start a fire or cause flammable liquids and gasses to explode.

AI MALFUNCTION CAUTIONS |

29. FAILURE TO FIRE: ALWAYS HOLD PISTOL, KEEPING IT POINTED
TOWARD THE TARGET OR A SAFE OPEN AREA AND WAIT 30
SECONDS when plstol falls to fire. If a hangfire (slow Ignition) has
occurred, round wll} fire within 30 seconds. If round does not flre,
remove magazine, eject round and examine primer; If firing pIn indent
on primer Is light, off center, or non-exIstent, have pistol examined
by a competent gunsmith betore firing agaln. If firing pin indent on
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primer appears normal (in comparison with similar previously flred
rounds) assume faulty ammunltion; segregate misfired round from
other llve ammunlition and empty cases, reload and carry on tiring.

Note: Dispose of misfired rounds in accordance with ammunition
manufacturer's instructions.

30. NEVER USE YOUR PISTOL IF IT FAILS TO FUNCTION PROPERLY.
AND NEVER FORCE A JAMMED ACTION, as a round may explode
causing serlous injury, possible death, or severe damage to your
pistol.

NOTE: Please note that we have chosen to use the word "SQUEEZE" in this
instruction manual instead of “PULL" or “PRESS" when trigger movement is
described; this is simply to remind you of the need for a gentle squeezing
action to achieve accuracy.

SAFETY FEATURES

Colt Double Eagle™ double action, semi-automatic pistols incorporate
several positive safety devices which, if properly employed, can minimize the
danger of accidental firing. These safety devices are described on the
following pages.
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Trigger Guard

The Trigger Guard is a metal loop around the trigger to protect it from
damage and to help prevent accidental discharge.

Safety Stop on Hammer

The Safety Stop is a flat, sheif-like surlace on the hammer which functions as
an automatic fail-safe device. It will engage the sear in the unlikely event of
primary sear notch failure. This will prevent the hammer from falling fully
forward unintentionally and will insure against uncontrolled automatic fire. It
also prevents the hammer from striking the firing pin should your hand slip
from the slide or hammer while cocking the pistol, provided the hammer is
rotated past the Safety Stop. The Safely Stop is not a manual safety and
should not be engaged by hand other than by the use of the decocking lever.

Decocking Lever {See Figure 2)

Correct use of the decocking lever minimizes the risk of accidental discharge
through mishandling by allowing the hammer to be decocked without
touching the trigger. The decocking lever is located on left of pistol just below
the slide lock. The decocking lever drops the hammer from the cocked
position to the safety stop position without the trigger being squeezed. Thus,
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the firing pin remains locked throughout the decocking function. With the
hammer cocked, and lingers clear of the trigger, pushing the decocking lever
down momentarily disengages the sear and leaves the hook of the hammer
resting against the decocking lever. Releasing the decocking lever allows the
hammer to move forward, and the sear toc move back into contact with the
hammer before the decocking lever trips out of engagement with the hook of
the hammer. The hammer falls forward to be caught by the sear in the safety
stop position.

CAUTION: ALWAYS POINT PISTOL IN A SAFE DIRECTION AND KEEP
FINGERS CLEAR OF THE TRIGGER WHEN OPERATING THE DECOCK-
ING LEVER TO LOWER THE HAMMER. This will avoid accidental injury
in the unlikely event of pistol discharge.

Disconnect Function of the Drawbar

This salety device prevents a round being fired befere it is in the chamber
with the slide and the barrel locked. The disconnector is pari of the drawbar.
When slide is not fully forward the disconnector is depressed by the
underside of the slide. This keeps the stud on the end of the drawbar from
engaging the sear so that the hammer cannot be released if the trigger is
squeezed. However, when slide and barrel are locked, a recess in the slide is
aligned so that the disconnector moves up by force of the drawbar spring.
This allows the stud on the end of the drawbar to engage the sear so that the
pistol can be fired by squeezing the trigger.
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Acnunou: NEVER ATTEMPT TO CHECK OR DEMONSTRATE THE
DISCONNECTOR FUNCTION WITH A LOADED PISTOL. Pushing on the
muzzle with your hand or any other portion of the hody is extremely
dangerous and could result in accldental discharge causing injury,
death, or damage to property.

Inertia Flring PIn

The Firing Pin, which is shorter than its housing, is held to the rear by a
spring and cannot protrude through face of slide unless a hammer biow
overcomes the spring force and the inertia of the pin.

Firing Pin Lock

The Firing Pin Lock engages the firing pin to prevent its movement until the
trigger is squeezed. Housed in the slide, the Firing Pin Lock is spring loaded
into engagement with the firing pin to prevent it striking the cartridge primer.
Squeezing the trigger disengages the Firing Pin Lock befors the sear
releases the hammer to strike the firing pin and discharge the pistol. This
safety device minimizes the risk of accidental discharge through mishandling
such as when a loaded pistol is dropped or recsives a blow fo the muzzle.
IMPORTANT: These safety devices are designed and installed in this pistol
to prevent accidental discharge. Of course, this Colt pistol is designed
primarily to discharge bulfets, and it will do this efficiently when it is loaded
and you squeeze the trigger. Always expect the gun lo fire when you
squesze the trigger. SAFETY DEPENDS ON YQU @



SECTION 4 : FUNCTION

A Colt Double Eagle™ . . . double action, semi-automatic pistol is ready to fire
when a loaded magazine is inserted into the pistol, the slide pulled back to
cock hammer, and released to fravel forward and feed a round from the
magazine into the chamber, Final forward slide movement locks barrel and
slide together and deactivates the disconnector function of the drawbar.

The pistol may now be fired, single action, simply by squeezing the trigger
lightly to release the hammer, Or, if the hammer is forward (decocked), the
pistol may be fired just by squeezing the trigger firmly in double action.
Squeezing the trigger moves the drawbar forward so that the drawbar lug
engages the hook on the underside of the hammer. Movement of the lug
against the hammer hook causes the hammer 1o rotate to the cocked
position. Near the end of trigger movement, the drawbar lug acts on the
plunger lever to unlock the firing pin, while also pushing the sear clear of the
hammer. Final trigger movement cams the drawbar lug out of engagement
with the hammer hook to release the hammer.

The hammer pivots forward under the force of the mainspring to strike the
primer base of the cartridge. The energy imparted to the primer ignites the
primer compound which in turn ignites the main powder charge which, in
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burning, rapidly generates extremely high gas pressure to drive the bullet
down the barrel. Rifing grooves in the barrel impart stabilizing spin to the
bullet so that it will follow an accurate path to the target when it leaves the
muzzle.

Force rearward on the slide breech face starts slide and barrel on their
rearward travel, however, the slide unlocks from the barrel only after gas
pressure is reduced to a safe level. Rearward slide travel depresses the
drawbar, carries spent cartridge rearward on the extractor until the base of
the cartridge strikes the ejector and is propelled through the ejection port,
Slide movement continues under momentum to fully cock the hammer, if the
last round in the magazine has been fired, the magazine follower will activate
the slide stop to hold the sfide to the rear, but if a round remains in the
magazine, the slide will move forward to feed and lock the next round in the
chamber.

The trigger must be released and squeezed again to fire the next round.
When the trigger is squeezed, the lug on the drawbar acts on the plunger
lever to disengage the firing pin lock. The lug on the drawbar aiso acts on the
sear such that final trigger movement disengages the sear from the hammer
to fire the pistol again.

Atthe end of any firing cycle when the hammer remains cocked, the
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decocking lever may be used to drop the hammer forward onto the safety
stop without squeezing the trigger and without firing another round. This
leaves the pistol ready to fire again in double action.

AMMUNITION SELECTION

Colt firearms are designed to function with a variety of brands and types

of factory-manufactured ammunition in the appropriate caliber; but not all
ammunition produces the same result. Colt recommends that after you

read and understand this manual, you go to the range and fire different
ammunition which is appropriate to the caliber of your firearm. Once you
find the ammunition which functions best, keep using it when you most
need it, especially when cutting-edge reliability and accuracy is vital to you.

LOADING

CAUTION: TO MINIMIZE RISK OF UNINTENTIONAL DISCHARGE,

THE PISTOL IS NOW LOADED,
COCKED AND READY TO FIRE IN SINGLE ACTION BY SQUEEZING THE
TRIGGER LIGHTLY,

8. If you do not fire immediately keep fingers clear of trigger and press down
on the decocking lever. This drops the hammer forward for safety and leaves
pistol ready to fire in double action. THE PISTOL IS NOW LOADED,
DECOCKED AND READY TO FIRE IN DOUBLE ACTION. IT WILL FIRE
WHEN YOU SQUEEZE THE TRIGGER FIRMLY.

UNLOADING

CAUTION: ALWAYS UNLOAD YOUR PISTOL IMMEDIATELY AFTER
USE AND BEFORE CLEANING AND STORAGE to minimize the risk of
accidental discharge.

To Unload:

1. Be sure you are familiar with Safety Instructions in Section 3. Keep pistol
pointing in a safe direction, do not touch trigger and always keep
hands away from muzzle and ejection port.

2. Place hand under magazine to prevent it falling and press magazine
caich to release and eject magazine.

NOTE: If slide is fully rearward, Step 3 does not apply.
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3. Using serrated finger grips pull slide sharply rearward to extract and
eject a round from the chamber. Keep your hands clear of the ejection
port to allow round to eject without obstruction. Examine previously
chambered round for dents or other damage and dispose of it as explained
in Paragraph 7.

4. CAUTION: KEEP PISTOL POINTING IN A SAFE DIRECTION WHILE
YOU LOOK IN THE CHAMBER TO ENSURE IT IS EMPTY AND SEE THAT
MAGAZINE HAS BEEN REMOVED.

5. Keep pistol pointing in a safe direction, allow slide to return forward on
ernpty chamber and squeeze the trigger to allow hammer to fall forward. (If
slide is held to rear by the slide stop, pull slide back slightly, then release it
Squeezing the trigger instead of using the decocking lever in this step makes
doubly sure that the chamber is empty.

6. Remove remaining live rounds by sliding them forward out of the
magazine.

7. Collect undamaged live ammunition for safe storage and future use.
Collect spent cartridge cases for disposal. Segregate mistired and
damaged Illve ammunition for disposal according to ammunition
manufacturer's instructions.
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Betore firing your Colt pistol, practice your stance, aim, rhythm and breathing
for steady aim, with your pistol UNLOADED.

Practice firing on a range before going hunting or using your pistol for any
other type of shooting.

/\ cauTions:

1. ALWAYS WEAR AND ENCOURAGE OTHERS TO WEAR EAR PRO-
TECTION WHEN SHOOTING, especially on a range. Without ear
protection, the noise of just one round from your plstol, and other guns
close to you, could leave a “ringing” in your ears for some time after
firing, while the cumulative long term effect could be permanent
hearing loss.

2. ALWAYS WEAR AND ENCOURAGE OTHERS TO WEAR PROTEC-
TIVE SHOOTING GLASSES. Flying particles could damage eyes and
cause blindness; but protective shooting glasses should prevent such
injury.
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AL CAUTION: READ SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS (Section 3)—KEEP
PISTOL POINTING IN SAFE DIRECTION AND DO NOT TOUCH THE
TRIGGER.

(decocked), pistol may be fired double {
action by squeezing the trigger firmly.

3. Grasp pistol by stock and, with index finger resting along the outside of
trigger guard, take aim. Aim by aligning target with front and rear sights. (See
Figure 5}

4. NOTE: Single action trigger pull is much lighter than double action trigger
pull,
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5. Keeping steady aim, place index finger on trigger and squeeze gently until
hammer falls. Don'’t jerk the trigger as you will disturb your aim and spoil your
accuracy. To fire the second and subsequent rounds, all that is necessary is
to release the trigger and squeeze it again after every shot until you have
completed firing.

6. THIS IS A SEMI-AUTOMATIC PISTOL AND IS IMMEDIATELY LOADED
AND COCKED READY TO FIRE AGAIN AFTER EACH SHOT UNTIL THE
MAGAZINE IS EMPTY.

NOTE: This pistol can be fired without a magazine in place.

7. Release trigger, remove index finger from trigger. Push down on the
decocking lever and release it. This will decock the hammer without having
to squeeze the trigger. However, if you have fired the last round from the
magazine, the slide will stay to the rear, ready for magazines to be changed.

AGAUTIOH: IF PISTOL FAILS TO FIRE, HOLD IT, KEEPING IT POINTED
TOWARD THE TARGET OR SAFE OPEN AREA AND WAIT 30 SECONDS.
if a hangtire (slow ignition) has occurred, round will fire within 30
seconds. If round does not fire, remove magazine, eject round and
examine primer. If firing pin indent on primer is light, off center or non-
existent, have plstol examined by a competent gunsmith before firing
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again. If firing pin on primer appears normal (in comparison with
similar previously fired rounds) assume fauity ammunition; segregate
misfired round from other live ammunition and empty cases; reload
and carry on firing.

NOTE: Dispose of misfired rounds in accordance with the ammunition
manufacturer's instructions.

A 8. CAUTION: KEEP PISTOL POINTING IN A SAFE DIRECTION. Unload
as previously described.

IMPORTANT: If you cock your pistol but do not fire it, use decocking iever to
lower hammer. If you lose the opportunity to fire, unload your pistol as
previously described. Remember, if a round is in the chamber there is a risk
of accidental discharge.

A CAUTION: NEVER LEAVE PISTOL COCKED READY TO FIRE as the fire
condition is extremely dangerous, and pistol could easily be acciden-
tally discharged causing injury, death, or damage to property.
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SECTION 5 S T ' ' MAINTENANCE®

Like any other precision mechanism, your pistol will function better, last
longer, and remain safer when it is properly maintained. Follow the advice
in this Section to keep your pistol in peak condition. Keep you pistol clean
and properly lubricated to prolong its reliable life.

/\cauTions:

1. ENSURE THAT MAGAZINE IS REMOQVED AND THE PISTOL IS NOT
LOADED BEFORE STRIPPING AND CLEANING, so that pistol will not
fire.

2. WEAR SAFETY GLASSES in case you lose control of some spring
loaded component such as the recoil spring or plug which could injure
your eyes.

3. NEVER DRY FIRE THE PISTOL WHEN THE SLIDE IS REMOVED
FROM THE RECEIVER, and do not alter parts as the level of safety
could be reduced.

NOTE: Force is unnecessary and should never be used to strip or assemble
your pistol.
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STRIPPING FOR CLEANING-
Disassembly and reassembly of most Double Eagle pistols are the same.
They are different for the Officer's ACP Double Eagle pistol. The steps of
these procedures are marked A and B to help you follow the correct
sequence for your pistol.

A = Most Double Eagle pistols.
B = Officer's ACP Double Eagle pistol.

1. (A & B) Ensure magazine is removed and pistol is NOT loaded. Be sure
you are familiar with the Safety Instructions in Section 3.

2. (A & B) With muzzle pointing upward, rest pistol on heel of butt on a table

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A CAUTION: THE SPRINGS ARE STRONG AND COULD FLY OUT AND
INJURE OR EVEN BLIND SOMEONE if they are not handled with care.

3. (A) Push siide back about % inch, press down on recoil spring plug
(located just befow muzzle) and at same time rotate barrel bushing clockwise
about % turn, using barrel bushing wrench if necessary; this will free plug
and recoll spring. Keep pressure on piug to prevent it being ejected by the
spring, then allow plug and spring to gradually extend out of the slide. (See
Figure 6)

Rotate plug counterclockwise and remove from spring.

NOTE: There are 2 recoil springs in the Officer's ACP Double Eagle pistol,
one inside the other.

3. {B) Press down on recoil spring plug (located just below muzzle) and at
same time rotate barrel bushing counterclockwise about % turn (See Figure
6); then pull bushing forward and out. Using a screwdriver, push the recoil
spring plug in and turn it about %2 turn to left or right. (See Figure 7) Control
the spring force as you carefully allow the plug and two recoil springs to
extend out of the slide. Remove plug from springs. (See Figure 6)

4. (A & B) Cock hammer by pulling back on hammer spur.

5. (A & B) Pull slide to rear until lug on slide stop is opposite disassembly
notch (See Figure 8) and push rounded end of pin of slide stop (on right of
receiver) inward and through receiver to disengage slide stop from slide.
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6. (A & B) Lift out slide stop. (See
Figure 8)

7. (A & B) Push slide forward off the
receiver,

8. (A & B) Lift recoil spring and guide
and pull them rearward out of slide.
{See Figure 9)

IMPORTANT: Do not strip your pistol further than previously described. Do
not remove or alter parts, particularly safety parts. If additional maintenance
is required, see "“Service and Repair” later in this instruction manual.

ASSEMBLING AFTER CLEANING

NOTE: Assemble in reverse order 10 through 8. At 8, while assembling the
recoil spring and guide make sure the closed end of the recoil spring is
seated in the base of the guide. Then place them in the slide.

NOTE: The Officer's ACP Double Eagle pistol has two recoil springs—other
pistols have one.

Continue assembly 8 through 6.
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At 6 make sure the plunger lever is down (forward) in the top of receiver,
then tip the receiver forward to keep the plunger lever down as you run
the slide onto the receiver. Move the slide along the receiver until the link
is exposed through the slide stop hote. Insert the slide stop into the
receiver and through the barrel link, taking care not to scratch the pistol.
Snap the slide stop into place by pressing up and in against the slide stop
detent when the disassembly notch is properly aligned (See Figure 10).
This also completes Step 5. Then continue assembling in reverse order 4
through 1.

Finally, while the pistol is still empty (unloaded), check that the recoil
spring plug on the Officer's ACP is correctly seated and locked. To do so,
see Figure 7 on page 34 and note that the recoil spring plug must be flush
with, or protruding only slightly beyond, the face of the barref bushing
when the screwdriver slot i1s verticle. Double ¢check by looking at the
bottom of the slide, just in front of the receiver, to ensure the lug on the
recoil spring plug is fully seated in its slot on the slide.

A CAUTION: YOU COULD DAMAGE YOUR PISTOL WHEN YOU FIRE, OR

WHEN TO CLEAN

You should clean your pistol as soon after firing as possible so that the job
will be easier and there will be less opportunity for corrosion to start. When
your pistol has not been fired, clean it periodically; we suggest once or twice
a year in a temperate climate, or as often as once a month in a tropical
climate. If you carry a loaded pistol, UNLOAD it and clean it at least once a
month. If you get your pistol wet, clean it as soon as possible,
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HOW TO CLEAN

The following cleaning procedure may be used both periodically and after
firing: however, those items marked “*" are unnecessary for periodic
cleaning.

Materlals: Cleaning rod, cotton flannel patches {cut to fil snugly into the
bore}, a small toothbrush, good quality light gun oil, *gun cleaning solution,
and "a brass wire brislle bore cleaning brush.

NOTE: In freezing conditions {below 32°F or 0°C) avoid the use of oil for
lubrication; instead, apply a dry lubricant sparingly.

Procedure;
A 1. CAUTION: ENSURE THAT THE PISTOL IS NOT LOADED.
2. Strip for cleaning as previously described.

NOTE: Avoid contact between cleaning rod and muzzle as resultant wear will
reduce accuracy.

3. Aftach cotton flannel patch to end of cleaning rod, insert it in breech and
pass rod and patch down through barrel. Repeat, changing patches until iast

atch comes out clean.
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4. Visually inspact barrel; if it is clean, proceed directly to Step 7, but if it
remains dirty, continue with Step 5.

5. *(NOTE: This item should be applicable only after firing.) Attach brass
wire bristle brush to cleaning rod and dip brush in gun cleaning solution.
Thoroughly scrub out barrel, passing the brush all the way through before
reversing the movement. If you try to change direction with brush in barrel,
the brush will stick.

6. Repeat Steps 3 and 4 above.
7. Clean rear face of barrel and face of slide, using a small toothbrush.

8. Lightly moisten a flannel patch with gun oil and pass it once through
barrel, leaving a thin film of oil on the inside surface. Leave this film of oil on
the inside surface if pistol is to be stored. If it is not to be stored, or if it is
being removed from storage for use, pass a dry patch through barrel to
remove as much oil as possible.

9. Check that flannel or brush bristies have not become lodged in any part of
pistol, then wipe all external surtaces with a flannel patch moistened with gun
0il. {See note on cold weather lubrication.)
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10. Reassemble pistol as previously described.

11, Again wipe external surfaces with oil moistened patch to remove any
finger prints. {(Finger moisture, if left, could start a corrosion process.) (See
note on cold weather lubrication,)

12. Remove any gun cleaning solution and oil from the stock.

‘CLEANING THE MAGAZINE

It is advisable to clean the magazine(s) whenever the pistol is cleaned. To do
50, remove the magazine follower and spring and clean all components,

taking care to remove carbon deposits from the lips of the magazine and the
magazine follower. Wipe components with lightly oiled cloth and reassemble.

The 10mm and 40 Auto magazines are disassembled from the bottom while
magazines for most other calibers are disassembled from the top.

mmm and 40 Auto Caliber Magazines | (Ses Figure 11)
The 10mm and 40 Auto magazines have a removable base.

To remove the base, push in the base lock which sticks out through a hole in
the base, and slide the base off towards the front of the magazine. Then
remove the base lock by sliding it towards the front of the magazine.
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The spring and follower can now be removed through the bottom of the
magazine.

To assemble this magazine, insert the follower and spring through the
bottorn of the magazine. Be sure that the top coil of the spring is installed
towards the front of the magazine. Compress the spring and slide the base
lock under the two tabs on the bottomn of the magazine. Depress the base
lock and slide the base under the two tabs and towards the rear of the
magazine, Carefully align the

protrusion on the base lock with the

hole in the base until the base lock MAGAZINE FOLLOWER

To remove this magazine follower and spring, depress them with a piece of
wood (pen or pencil) about two inches into the magazine and insert a thin rod
(small screwdriver) through the lower of the front two holes in the magazine
body. This will hold the spring under tension.

Turn the magazine upside down and lightly tap it so that the follower falls
away from the spring; lift out the foliower from the magazine body. Push down
on the spring to take up the spring tension, remove the thin rod and allow the
spring to extend, then remove it completely,

To assemble this magazine, place the spring correctly oriented, i.e. with loop
uppermaost pointing forward into the magazine body, compress the spring
and insert a thin rod as for dismantling. Place the follower in the magazine,
take up the spring tension, remove the thin rod and allow the spring to
reassert its influence on the follower,

STORAGE

CAUTION: ALWAYS UNLOAD YOUR PISTOL FOR STORAGE AND
STORE AMMUNITION SEPARATELY.

Keep and store your pistol and ammunition securely locked and in
separate locations out of reach and sight of children. (Children are
naturally curlous and do not always believe the real danger of guns.)
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NOTE: Do not store your pistcl in an air-light container, and do not seal or
altemnpt to seal the barrel to exclude dust, as the internal steel surface is
more likely to corrode. Use the Colt packaging case to carry and store your
EMPTY pistol.

SERVICING AND REPAIR

Should your pistol require adjustment, or repair, make sure it is NOT LOADED
and send it to COLT'S. For spare paris, seek advice from the Dealer who
should have up to date information on how best to obtain genuine Colt parts.

An illustration and list of part names are included in the next section of this
instruction manual to help you identify the part you need, but it is important to
note that all parts are not available for sale. Those parts which are available
should be installed by Colt's or by a competent gunsmith. When ordering parts,
please give part name as given on the Parts List. Also give the caliber, model
name, serial number and metal finish of your pistol. i.e., whether blue or nickel.
