The Colt Gold Cup National Match MK 1V/Series 70 represents the
ultimate in 45 caliber target pistols.lts development is the result of
Colt's long and close association with serious target shooters who
demand the satisfaction of extremely accurate range firing.

.design is that of lhe Government Model 45 which has seen such
valiant service with our armed forces for many years.

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SAFETY FEATURES

The Coll Gold Cup National Match MK IV/Series 70 incorporates
several positive safety devices which, if properly employed, can
minimize the danger of accidental firing. These safety devices are
described below.

Slide Lock Safety

The Slide Lock Safety is located on the left of the pistol just below back
of slide. With hammer fully cocked and Slide Lock Safety applied,
upper part of Slide Lock Safety engages slide lock notch to prevent
rearward movement of slide, while an internal cam surface engages
the sear to prevent forward hammer movement when trigger is
squeezed. This safety device can be applied only when slide is fully
forward and hammer is in fully cocked position.

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To apply Slide Lock Safety, point pistol in safe direction, do not touch
trigger, pull slide fully to rear and allow it to return sharply forward,
leaving hammer in fully cocked position. Press up on Slide Lock Safety
until it fully engages slide lock notch (See Figure 2).

Grip Safety

The Grip Salety is located on the upper rear part of the receiver (See
Figure 1). The Grip Safety is aulomatically applied by spring action to
prevent rearward lravel of trigger unless pistol grip is firmly and
properiy grasped. The front of the Grip Safely (inside the pistol frame)
contacls rear of trigger to prevent its rearward movement. When the
pistol grip is positively grasped, the Grip Safety is rotated out of
contact with rear of trigger to allow trigger movement.

Half Cock Notch in Hammer

The Half Cock Notch is an autormatically operating fail-safe device
which will engage the sear in the unlikely event of primary sear notch
failure. This will prevent the hammer (rom falling fully forward unin-
tentionally and insure against uncontrolled automatic fire. It also pre-
vents the hammer from sliriking the firing pin should your hand slip
from the slide while cocking the pistol, provided the hammeris rotated
past the Half Cock Notch. The Half Cock Notch is not meant to be
engaged by hand.

CAUTION: NEVERPLACE ORALLOW THE HAMMER TO RE-
MAIN IN THE HALF COCK NOTCH. THIS IS NOT A SAFE CAR-
RYING POSITION. ANY EFFORT TO ENGAGE THE HAMMER IN
THE HALF COCK NOTCH MAY RESULT IN THE HAMMER
PERCHING ON THE LIP OF THE HALF COCK NOTCH; THIS IS
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EXTREMELY HAZARDOQUS. IF THE HAMMER IS IN THIS CONDI-
TION IT COULD FALL FORWARD AND DISCHARGE THE PIS-
TOL, THEREBY RISKING INJURY, DEATH, OR DAMAGE TO
PROPERTY.

Disconnector

This safety device prevents a round being fired before it is in the
chamber with slide and barrel locked. When slide is not fully forward
the Disconnector is depressed,; its lower part disengages the sear, so
that hammer cannol be released if the trigger is squeezed. However,
when slide and barrel are locked, a spring pushes the Disconnector up
into a recess in the slide: this links trigger and sear so that the pisto}
can be fired by squeezing the trigger.

CAUTION: NEVER ATTEMPT TO CHECK OR DEMON-
STRATE THE DISCONNECTOR FUNCTION WITH A LOADED PIS-
TOL. PUSHING ON THE MUZZLE WITH YOUR HAND OR ANY
OTHER PORTION OF THE BODY IS EXTREMELY DANGEROQUS
AND COULD RESULT IN ACCIDENTAL DISCHARGE CAUSING
INJURY, DEATH, OR DAMAGE TO PROPERTY.

Inertia Firing Pin

The firing pin, which is shorter than ils housing, is held to the rear bya
spring and cannot protrude through face of slide unless the lorce of
a blow overcomes the spring pressure and the inertia of the pin. This
will occur when the hammer falls normally or could occur by a blow on
the muzzle or front of the gun. See the WARNING at the beginning of
this Section.
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SECTION 4 FUNCTION

The Colt Gold Cup National Match MK 1V/Sertes 70 is ready to fire
when a loaded magazine is inserted into the pistol, the slide pulled
back to cock hammer, and released to travel forward and feed a
round from the magazine into the chamber. Final forward slide
movement locks barrel and slide together and deactivales the
disconnector. When pistol stock is grasped, the grip safety is
released so that trigger may now be squeezed. When the trigger is
squeezed, the sear disengages from the hammer which pivols
forward under the force of the mainspring to strike lhe rear of the
firing pin. The firing pin is driven forward to sirike primer in base of
cartridge. The energy imparted to the primer ignites it; the primer in
turn ignites the main powder charge which, in burning, rapidly
generales extremely high gas pressure to drive the bullet down the
barrel. Rifiing grooves in the barrel impart siabilizing spin to the bullet
so that it will follow a more accurate path to the target.

Force rearward on the slide breech face starls slide and barrel an their
rearward travel; however, the slide unlocks from the barrel only after
gas pressure is reduced to a safe level. Rearward slide travel
depresses the disconnector, carries spent cartridge rearward on
extractor until base of cartridge is struck by ejector to propel il through
ejection port. Slide movement continues under momentum to fully
cock the hammer. If last round has been fired, the magazine follower
will activate the slide stop to hold slide to rear, butif a round remains in
magazine, the slide will move forward to feed and lock the next round
in the chamber. To fire the next round, trigger must be released and
squeezed again.
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LOADING
To Load a Magazine:

1. CAUTION: READ SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
(Section 3).

2. Use only ammunition recommended inside front cover of this
instruction manual as suitable for your pistol.

Note: The safest way to carry your pistol is with an empty chamber
and empty magazine. However, if you wish to carry the pistol with a
loaded magazine inslalled, {i.e., its present condition in the loading
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segquence) keep the chamber empty, slide forward, and hammer
down.

5. When you are ready o shoot, grip the slide as described in step 3
and pull it fully to rear to cock hammer. Release slide to feed round
from magazine into chamber. THE PISTOL IS NOW LOADED AND
READY TO FIRE.,

6. Apply Slide Lock Safety to hold slide forward and prevent
hammer {alling forward if trigger is moved.

CAUTION: NEVER LEAVE PISTOL COCKED READY TO

To Unload:

4. Using serrated finger grips pull slide sharply rearward to extract
and eject a round from the chamber. {If magazine is empty after firing,
the slide would already be held to the rear.)

5. CAUTION: LOOK IN THE CHAMBER TQO ENSURE
IT IS EMPTY AND SEE THAT MAGAZINE HAS. BEEN
REMOVED.

6. Allow slide to return forward on empty chamber and squeeze
trigger to allow hammer to fall forward. (If slide is held to rear by the
slide stop, pull slide back slightly, then release it.) .

7. Remove remaining live rounds by sliding them forward out ot the
magazine.

8. Collect live ammunition for safe storage and spent cartridge cases
for disposal.
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FIRING

Before firing your Colt Gold Cup National Match pistol, practice your
stance, aim, rhythm and breathing for steady aim, with your pistol
UNLOADED.

Practice firing on a range before going hunting or using your pistol for
any other type of shooting.

This pistol is equipped with the
Colt-Elliason rear sight (See Figure
5). Each part of the sight is
machined to extremely close
tolerances to assure maximum
accuracy and to eliminate
adjustment error. Directional arrows
are stamped into the sight beside

the adjustment screws. One click of REAR SIGHT LEAF

the windage screw to the right FIGURE 5

(clockwise) moves the point of COLT-ELLIASON REAR SIGHT
impact ¥z inch to the right at 50

yards. One click of the elevation screw to the left {(counter-clockwise)
moves the point of impact 3 inch up at 50 yards. Adjustments for other
than windage and elevation should not be made by inexperienced
shooters.

Another unique feature of this pistol is the trigger stop (see Figure 6),
which slows and stops your finger travel smoothly without disturbing
your aim when squeezing the trigger. ltis correctly adjusted before

it leaves the factory and should rarely need further adjustment;
nevertheless, instructions are included in Seclion 5.

7. Release trigger, remove index finger from trigger, and apply Slide
Lock Safety by pushing it up into the slide lock notch. However, if
you have lired the lasl round from magazine the slide will stay to the
rear so that Slide Lock Safety cannot be applied.

CAUTION: IF PISTOL FAILS TO FIRE, HOLD IT, KEEP-
ING IT POINTED TOWARDS THE TARGET OR SAFE OPEN
AREA AND WAIT 30 SECONDS. IF A HANGFIRE (slow ig-
niticn) HAS OCCURRED, ROUND WILL FIRE WITHIN 30
SECONDS.

IMPORTANT: If you cock your pistol but do not fire it, apply Slide
Lock Salety until ready to fire. If you lose the opportunity to fire,
unload your pisiol as previously described. Hemember, if a round is
in the chamber there is a risk of accidental discharge.

SECTIONS MAINTENANCE
Like any other precision mechanism, your pistol will lunction better,

last longer, and remain safer when it is properly maintained. Followthe
advice in this Section to keep your pistol in peak competitive condition.

CAUTIONS:

1. ENSURE THAT MAGAZINE IS REMOVED AND THE PIS-
TOL IS NOT LOADED BEFORE ADJUSTING THE TRIGGER
STOP OR STRIPPING AND CLEANING, SO THAT THE PIS-
TOL WILL NOT FIRE.

2. WEAR SAFETY GLASSES IN CASE YOU LOSE CON-
TROL OF SOME SPRING LOADED COMPONENT WHICH
COULD INJURE YOUR EYES.

ADJUSTING THE TRIGGER STOP

Note: The trigger stop was correctly adjusted when it left the faclory.
Adjustment should rarely be necessary.

1. When adjustment is necessary, ENSURE PISTOL IS
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NOT LOADED and be sure you are familiar with the Safety Instructions
in Section 3.

2. Remove magazine, fully cock the pistel and allow slide to return
forward. Squeeze trigger—if hammer falls proceed with step 3; if
hammer fails to fall proceed with step 4.

3. Using the trigger stop adjustment wrench (provided), rotate the
trigger stop Va turn counterclockwise when viewed from the rear of the
pistol, and repeat step 2 above until hammer fails to fali.

4, With hammer fully cocked and normal finger pressure on trigger,
very slowly rotate trigger stop clockwise until hammer falls.

5. Cock pistol and squeeze trigger to check that hammer falls again,
then rotate trigger stop a further Yz turn clockwise and remove
trigger stop adjustment wrench.

6. Dry fire pistol about 25times to ensure hammer falls every time the
trigger is squeezed. (Dry firing is cocking and snapping hammer by
squeezing the trigger when pistol is NOT LOADED.)

CAUTION: IF STOP IS ADJUSTED TOO CLOSELY,
TRIGGER PULL WILL BE GREATLY INCREASED, AND THE
PISTOL MAY FAIL TO FIRE WHEN NORMAL TRIGGER
PULL IS APPLIED. IN THIS CONDITION THE SEAR COULD
BE PERCHED IN POSITION TO FIRE IF PISTOL IS JARRED
OR DROPPED. THIS MUST BE CORRECTED BY A FUR-
EI-EIEIHSVZ TURN CLOCKWISE ADJUSTMENT OF THE TRIG-
TOP.
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Note: Force is unnecessary and should never be used to strip or
assemble your pistol.

STRIPPING FOR CLEANING

1. ENSURE PISTOL IS NOT LOADED and be sure you are
familiar with the Safety Instructions in Section 3.
2. With muzzle pointing upward,
rest pistol on heel of butt and

“grip safely" on a table or bench.

3. Push slide back about one
quarter inch, press down on recoil
spring plug (located just below
muzzle) and at same time rotate . -
barrel bushing clockwise about Va ' A o
turn, using barrel bushing wrench if RECOIL SPRING PLUG
necessary; this will free plug and
recoil spring. Keep pressure on plug
to prevenl it being ejected by lhe
spring, then allow plug and spring to
gradually extend out of the slide.
(See Figure 8) BARREL

4. Rotate plug counterclockwise
and remove from spring.

5. Cock hammer by pulling backon . oo

hammer spur. RELEASING SPRING

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6. Pullslide to rear until lug on slide stop is opposite disassembly
notch (See Figure 9) and push rounded end of pin of slide stop
(on right of receiver) inward and through receiver to disengage
slide stop irom slide.

7. Lift out slide stop (See Figure 9).
8. Pullreceiver to rear and off the slide.

9. Liftreceil spring and guide and pull them rearward out of slide.
(See Figure 10).

10. Turn barrel bushing counterclockwise, push barrel and barrel
bushing forward until bushing is clear of slide, then remove bushing
from barrel.

11. Push link forward and remove barrel from front of slide.

IMPORTANT: Do not strip your
pistol further than previously DISASSEMBLY NOTCH
described. If additional
maintenance is required, see
“Service and Repair” later in this
instruction rmanual.

slide, run the slide onto the receiver
until the link is expased through the

slide stop hole. Insert the slide stop \gmms-
into the receiver and through the . N
barrel link, taking care not to scratch
the pistol. Snap the slide stop into {
place by pressing up and in against SLIDE
the slide stop detent when the
disassembly notch is properly
aligned (See Figure 11) . Then )
continue assembling in reverse SLIDE STOP DETENT
order 5 through 1.

WHEN TO CLEAN

You should clean your pistol as soon after firing as possible so that the
job will be easier and there will be less opporlunity for corrosion to
start. When your pistol has not been fired, clean it periodically; we
suggest once or twice a year in a temperale climale, or as often as
once a montth in a tropical climate. If you carry a loaded pistol.
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UNLOAD it and clean it at least once a month. If you get your pistol
wet, clean it as soon as possible.

HOW TO CLEAN

The following cleaning procedure may be used both periedically and
after firing; however, those items marked “*" are unnecessary for
periodic cleaning.

Materials: Cleaning rod, cotton flannel patches (cut to fit snugly into
the hore), a small toothbrush, good quality light gun oil, *gun cleaning
solution, and “a brass wire bristle bore ¢leaning brush.

Note: In freezing conditions (below 32°F or 0°C) avoid the use of oil for
lubrication; instead, apply a dry lubricant sparingly.

Procedure:

1. CAUTION: ENSURE THAT THE PISTOL IS NOT
LOADED.

2. Strip for cleaning as previously described.

Note: Avoid contact between cleaning rod and muzzle as resultant
wear will reduce accuracy.

3. Attach cotton flannel patch to end of cleaning rod, insert it iri breech
and pass rod and patch down through barrel. Repeat, changing
palches until last patch comes out clean.

4. Visually inspect barrel; if it is ¢clean, proceed directly to step 7, but if
it remains dirty, continue with step 5.

5. *{Note: This item should be applicable only after firing.) Attach
brass wire bristle brush to cteaning rod and dip brush in gun cleaning
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solution. Thoroughly scrub out barrel, passing the brush all the way
through before reversing the movement. If you try to change direction
with brush in barrel, the brush will stick.

6. Repeat sleps 3 and 4 above.
7. Cleanrearface of barrel andface of slide, using a smalltoothbrush.

B. Lightly moisten a flannel patch with gun oil and pass it once through
barrel, leaving a thin film of oil on the inside surface. Leave this film of
oil on the inside surface if pistol is to be stored. Ifitis not to be stored, or
if it is being removed from storage for use, pass a dry patch lhrough
barrel to remove as much oil as possible.

9. Check that flannel or brush bristles have not become lodged in any
part of pistol, then wipe all external surfaces with a flannel patch
moistened with gun oil. {See ncte on cold weather lubrication.)

10. Reassemble pistol as previously described.

11. Again wipe external surfaces with oil moistened patch to remove
any finger prints. (Finger moisture, if left, could start a corrosion
process.) {See note on cold weather lubrication.)

12. Remaove any gun cleaning solution and oil from the stock.
CLEANING THE MAGAZINE

ltis advisable to clean the magazine(s) whenever the pistolis cleaned.
To do so, remove lhe magazine follower and spring by depressing
them with a ptece of wood {pen or pencil) about two inches into lhe
magazine and inserting a thin rod {small screwdriver) through lower of
the front two holes in the magazine body. This will hold the spring
under tension. Invert the magazine and lightly tap it so that the follower
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falls away from the spring; lift out the follower from the magazine body.
Push down on spring to take up the spring tension, remove the thin rod
and allow the spring to exlend, then remove it completely. Clean all
three components, taking care lo remove carbon deposits from the
lips of the magazine and the magazine follower. Wipe compenents
with lightly oiled cloth and reassemble. Place spring correctly oriented,
i.e., with loop uppermost pointing forward, into the magazine body,
compress spring and insert thin rod as for dismantling. Place follower
in magagzine as illustrated, (See Figure 10} take up spring tension,
remove thin rod and allow to reassert ils influence on the follower.

CAUTION: ALWAYS UNLOAD YOUR PISTOL FOR
STORAGE AND STORE AMMUNITION SEPARATELY.

Store your pistol and ammunition securely locked and in separate
locations out of reach and sight of children. (Children are naturally
curious and do not always believe the real danger of guns.)

Note: Do not store your pistol in an air-tight container, and do not seal
or attempt to seal the barrel to exclude dust, as the internal steel
surface is more likely to corrode.

SERVICING AND REPAIR

Should your pistol require adjustment, or repair, make sure ilis

NOT LOADED and take it, or send it to the nearest COLT
AUTHORIZED REPAIR SERVICE STATION (a lisl of addresses is
provided separalely), For spare parts, seek advice from the Dealer
who should have up to date informalion on how best to obtain
genuine Colt parts. An illustration and list of part names are
included in the next section of this instruction manual to help you
identify the part you need, but il is important to note that all parts
are not available lor sale. Those parts which are available should be
installed al a Coll Authorized Repair Service Station. When ordering
parls, please give part name as given on the Parts List. Also give
the caliber, model name, serial number and metal finish of your
pistol, i.e., whelher blue or nickel.
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IMPORTANT: If you make unauthorized adjustments or use
unauthorized parts, Colt will not assume responsibility for correct
functioning of this pistol.

Note: Various Federal and State laws and local ordinances govern the
transfer and transpertation of firearms, so take the advice of the
Dealer in your state on how to send or transport your firearm to a Colt
Authorized Repair Service Station. Before shipping your pistol, here
are some important points to remember.

1. CAUTION: MAKE SURE THAT THE MAGAZINE AND
PISTOL ARE NOT LOADED.

2. Write a letter explaining the problem and your requirements in as
much detail as possible. Include the model name and serial number of
your pistol logether wilh your return address, then enclose it with the
pistol in a well padded package.

3. Do not send presentation boxes, accessories or ammunitior.

4. Alistof Colt Autheorized Repair Service Stations is provided with
your pistol.

5. Do notindicate the contents, or include "COLT" in the address on
the package so that an inquisitive thief is not attracledto it by such
information.

6. Insure lhe package contents against loss or theft.
